DO I HAVE TO SING WELL IN ORDER TO PARTICIPATE?

Nope! All you have to do to participate is sing – you can be a beginner or an opera singer, it is only important to have fun, raise money and be creative!

HOW CAN I PARTICIPATE?

Recruit four or more carolers (maximum of 12) to form your team, designate a Team Captain, fill out an application and send in your registration fee to: Melissa Metz, Mother Advisor IORG, PO Box 1783, Albany OR 97321. The registration fee is $20.00. Make you check payable to St. Mary’s #16 IORG. Once your registration fee is received an information packet will be e-mailed to you with more details.

HOW DO I RAISE MONEY?

Each team will receive a bucket to collect money in. Simply ask your friends, family, coworkers and community to donate to your caroling team. Have them come to the competition and vote with their money by placing it in your bucket. The team to raise the most money at the end of the night will win the People’s Choice Award. You can also ask your place of employment to sponsor your group with a donation amount of their choosing to your overall fund. Remember, the real winner is the Jackson Street Youth Shelter!

What are we raising funds for?

The Jackson Street Youth Shelter is a non-profit agency that has provided services to hundreds of youth and their families since 2001.

Jackson Street Youth Shelter serves boys and girls ages 10-17 years who are experiencing crisis in their lives in Benton, Linn, and Lincoln counties. There are nine beds at the shelter and it is open 24 hours, seven days a week throughout the year.

From 1993 until the opening of the Jackson Street Youth Shelter in 2001, there was no shelter for runaway or other out-of-home youth in Linn, Benton or Lincoln counties. In 1999, 159 youth were reported as runaways to Benton County law enforcement agencies, and this number could easily have been doubled for unreported and other out-of-home young people. 

Youth who were living on the street, or even removed from home for their own safety, could end up cold, hungry and without a bed to sleep in. Some youth were taken to a detention facility, where they were treated like young criminals without having broken any laws. Eventually, many of these youth wanted to return to a mainstream existence and had to do so without assistance, forcing them to settle for educational and vocational opportunities with little or no future. 

Because of these situations, a group of citizens formed the Jackson Street Youth Shelter, Inc. (JSYS) in order to meet the needs of out-of-home youth throughout this region. While the shelter opened in downtown Corvallis, calls and requests for assistance quickly started coming in from nearby Albany and communities on the coast (Newport) as well as across the Willamette Valley (Lebanon and Sweet Home). The number of youth using the shelter has steadily risen. 

Since the shelter opened, they have averaged almost 5 new youth per month staying at the shelter, with an average stay of two weeks. While some of these youth are truly homeless or runaway, the majority of them are dealing with a family crisis. Shelter staff works closely with young people connected with education and law enforcement agencies, as was their original vision. Yet, now more than half of the youth referrals made to the shelter comes from families themselves that need assistance, starting with some respite for the youth. This makes it even more vital to network with community organizations to insure that those in need know about the services we offer. 

What started out as a means of giving assistance to disenfranchised youth has evolved into a resource that is recognized and valued by an increasing number of families in this community and beyond. For more information go to www.jsysi.peak.org
